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Terminology and unit of measurement
Medical terminology should be followed by the recent terminology book published by the Korean Medical Association (http://kamje.or.kr/term/). 

Numeric characters should be written as Arabic letter.

Metric system of weights and measures and SI unit should be used.
Abbreviation

The use of acronyms and abbreviations is discouraged and should be kept to a minimum. When used, they are to be defined where first used, followed by the acronym or abbreviation in parentheses. 
- problem-based learning (PBL)
Citation in the text

The citation should be marked in square brackets such as [1] or [1,2] according to the order of appearance in the text. No superscript should be used. When more than 2 references are cited at a given place in manuscript, use hyphens to join the first numbers and last numbers of a closed series [2-4]; Examples are as follows:
- The Angoff method had been the most popular method used for multiple-choice tests by the 1990s [1].
-  Kim [2]

-  Kim & Woo [3]

-  Smith et al. [4]
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
